· Your tutor—knows you really well.

· Careers interviews are provided by Ideas4Careers.  Their Advisors are Zoe (BC) and Katherine (AW).  Some targeted students will have some extra support.
· Your parents—they have your best interests at heart and know you best.
Where will I get the rest of my careers education from?

· Your Citizenship lessons.  
· Small group withdrawal with Ms Welch or ‘visiting experts’ where appropriate.  

· Individual Interviews—you may have an individual interview with a senior member of the schools’ staff or your tutor.  You will be expected to talk about your targets and plans.
· Apprenticeship events for those wanting to pursue this route.
How will I know if I’ve got a One-to-one Careers Meetings?

You will be given a message via your tutor telling you what time and day your meeting is. You will also be sent an email.
If you are concerned about anything or would like to speak to the advisor individually please see Ms Welch, Mrs Friend (AW) or Mrs I’Anson (BC) for a referral.  It is very important you attend your interview – each one costs the school £31.  You will be emailed your Careers Plan following your meeting and it will also be added to Go4Schools.
Open Evenings
Your list is part of this leaflet.  Copy also on the Online Careers Library – KS4 page with hyperlinks to the relevant college pages which give more detail.  It is important to make sure you go to open evenings so that you are making informed decisions about your future.
Colleges and Sixth Forms

Prospectuses (where they produce print ones) are available for you to take away from each school library.  The new ones usually come in some time around October half term.  Most colleges expect online applications - look out for this.  
How will I find out about apprenticeship opportunities?

From January you should be checking https://www.gov.uk/apply-apprenticeship regularly.  There are also links on the Online Careers Library Apprenticeship page to other sites to check out. Please note – Rolls Royce applications close mid October let Ms Welch know if you are interested in this. 
Help!  I don’t know where to start!

· Your Careers lessons should help (think back to what you did in Year 10 and focus on what you do in Year 11), as will time spent on the jobs section of the Online Careers Library.  There are other places you can go for help:

· Try using Kudos.  It’s the programme that asks you questions and makes some job suggestions based on your answers (a matching programme). You can also use it to link in to relevant degree courses.  It will also give you information on the jobs it suggests.  You can pick up where you left off.  There’s a link on the Online Careers Library.  Your username is the same as your logon for the school network. If you’ve forgotten your password they can email it to you or you can ask Ms Welch to re-set it.  It should still be Password.
· Browse on-line.  Use the Online Careers Library for links.  
· The National Careers Service website can help - https://nationalcareersservice.direct.gov.uk/Pages/Home.aspx – there’s lots of useful info, you can get advice by phone (0800 100 900) or webchat.  Try it!  There’s a link to it on the front page of the Online Careers Library (it’s under a National Careers Service banner).
· Talk to your tutor your Head of Year or Progress Leader, Miss Barnett, Ms Welch or your mentor if you have one.
